I have noticed lately that a number of students are having 
higher than acceptable days away from school. Regular 
attendance at school is vital for the social, emotional and 
academic development of children.

Did you know that? 
 

¶ Missing school 1 day a fortnight = 4 weeks missed 
learning a year 

¶ Missing school 1 day a week = 8 weeks missed learning a 
year 

¶ Missing school 2 days a week = 16 weeks missed learning

IT’S NOT OK TO BE LATE FOR SCHOOL 

Getting to school late can impact on your child’s education 
greatly. At present we are noticing a number of students 
arriving late to school on a regular basis. 
Students being late to school can have an effect on the teacher, 
other students in their class and themselves in the following 
ways:
