After our Student Voice professional development day, the Year 5 team were inspired to try some different strategies to 
encourage student voice in our classrooms. One strategy which we decided to focus on was class meetings. Class 
meetings are designed to give students a space to voice, discuss and resolve any ideas, questions or issues that may be 
on their mind. First, we gather data about what topics need to be discussed using the ‘Parking Lot’ tool. This is open to 
ideas for a set period of time and students add to it as they need. An agenda is then devised, based on the data from 
the Parking Lot. The class meeting runs off the agenda, and any discussions, ideas and decisions are minuted for future 
reference.
