PRINCIPAL’S MESSAGE   

TERM 3 PLANNING WEEK 

At Mount Waverley Primary School in the second or third last 
week of each term we provide teachers (in their teams) with a 
day’s release from classroom duties to collaborate and plan for 
the term ahead.  Although to Human Resource planning week 
costs the school a considerable amount of money, we strongly 
believe that the collaboration with each other leads to the best 
possible plans and learning tasks for our students for the coming 
term.  As a whole staff we have agreed that the best way to 
effectively use this time is for the Level Leaders to be responsible 
for ensuring everything is well prepared for their planning day 
including having an understanding of the curriculum 
requirements for the coming term, to ensure there is a high level 
of productivity.   
Teachers then attend planning days with lots of ideas, strategies 
and resources to share, and with blank planning templates they 
collaboratively plan their learning intentions for their students. 
This high level of collaboration between teachers is, in part, what 
makes the difference in the classroom. Effective planning caters 
for teaching at the point of need for groups of students and 
individual students ensuring that their learning styles are being 
met and that our students are continually being challenged and 
supported. 
The staff at Mount Waverley ensure that all lessons have 
Learning Intentions and Success Criteria planned along with the 
relevant pre and post-tests as this is the agreed best practice.  
Key learning strategies are then continually updated during 
common planning time which is also provided for each year level 
on a day when their students attend specialist subjects.  It is 
paramount that discussions regarding student achievement in 
each year level is continually monitored and planners updated 
when required and this is a focus in our professional meeting 
times. 
Although the planning documents are arranged weekly, through 
constant professional collaboration with colleagues, the 
documents are flexible to cater for students who have learnt the 
material more quickly than their peers and also for students who 
have not achieved the expected outcomes in the original time 
allocated.
